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CCM: Was there a specific instance that caused you to carry a gun?

Word: No, thank God. Just a show of the weapon has done the trick 
once, and the sound of the slide chambering a round worked the second 
time—that was years before I had my CCL. Just remember, like the 
saying goes, “It is better to have it and not need it, than to need it and not  
have it.” 

CCM: What training methods do you employ?

Word: Practice. Practice. Practice. I am blessed that I can still go to the 
country and shoot. I teach newbie’s to shoot with my old Taurus PT92AF. 
It has had over 5,000 rounds through it and only once did it have a hiccup.
